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Resistant reading requires students to examine a text from multiple perspectives. It begins by acknowledging the dominant or traditional ways in which facts, stories, events, people, etc. have been taught and then explores other ways of understanding these facts, stories, etc. based on the perspectives of those who have been invisible in the curriculum or historically underrepresented.

In this exercise, students identify or are given information that has been presented as socially, culturally, or historically true. They then choose to agree or disagree with this information based on their investigation of it.  In doing so, students can work individually or in small groups to complete a teacher-designed chart akin to the one below.
